
 

In this report I will share several secrets that will hopefully open your eyes to the world of opportunity 

waiting for you in this business of trading.  This is a world that can generate unlimited freedom in many 

areas: 

1.  Freedom from a job that ties you down so that you can’t travel where you want when you 

want.   Freedom from debt because you can’t ever seem to make enough money to pay it off. 

2. Freedom to spend time with the ones you love because you are able to retire early and manage 

your own wealth conservatively.  

3. Freedom from incompetent stock brokers and financial advisors.  

What do you need freedom from?   I needed freedom from a mortgage business that was successful but 

that was eating a hole in my stomach (literally). 

Let me tell you I have to tell you exactly why I have prepared this report for you: 

There is no question that a major shift is taking place in the investment world.  Many people, just like 

you, were left stranded by their brokers as the market crashed 18 months ago.  As a result, many 

investors are saying, “No Thanks!” to the idea of having those same brokers manage what is left of their 

retirement accounts.  Those same folks come to the internet in search of investing ideas and are 

surrounded by the hype of Trading Hucksters.   

Since there is so much hype floating around the Forex market in general, and trading in particular I felt 

compelled to write this report to dispel some of that hype.   

You see there are specific trading methods that a handful of the professional traders have been using for 

years.  They realize one important truth that most people can clearly see in hindsight but very few can 

see in the present moment.  That truth I will explain below. 

I am going to be blunt in this report, simply because the hype can get so thick in this market there is a 

need for some clarity. 

My name is Cecil Robles and I am a Forex trader and Forex trainer.  Essentially, I 

manage assets by trading in the Forex market.   Before I learned how to trade I was 

a successful mortgage broker in Houston, Texas.  I sold my company in 2005 and 

moved into my trading business full time… and haven’t looked back. 

I am successful in this business now, but that doesn’t mean that there haven’t been 

a few bumps along the road.   It has taken me a long time to get here and I would 

like to help you avoid some of the pitfalls that are waiting for the new trader.  

I was fortunate enough to learn the tricks of the trade from a professional commodities trader early on. 

If I hadn’t searched him out and paid thousands of dollars to fly to his home office in Southern 



California, there’s no telling where I’d be today.  This is how I turned the corner. I was mentored by a 

professional who had been trading for more than 40 years.  

As I mentioned above, there is a lot of misinformation out there about the Forex market.   You don’t 

have to look too hard at most of the websites on the internet to realize that there is a glut of 

information regarding the Forex.  The challenge is to sift the chaff out of the information in order to 

obtain what you need to be successful.  I have mentored many Forex traders.  During the course of my 

conversations with many of them they told me what their problems are; what their questions are; and, 

they have told me exactly what was holding them back from being consistently successful traders. You 

wouldn't believe how many people have a misguided perception of the Forex market.  

And the amazing thing is - even though you have probably been told otherwise, the solution is not very 

complicated.  

Here is the good news: 

Even if you only have 20 minutes a day you can learn how to  
trade the Forex market, stock market, commodities market,  
or manage your own mutual fund or 401(k). 
 
Why is this important?  (Here comes the point in this report when I become very blunt…)   

It is important because of the perfect storm.  We are all currently living in the perfect economic storm.  

At no time in living memory has it been so important for individuals to take their financial matters into 

their own hands.  Consider the following: 

At no time in our history has there been a baby boom.  As the 

Boomers hit their prime, they spent money as fast as they 

could make it.  As they hit their 50’s, the technical sector of 

the economy roared and raged forward, propelling this entire 

demographic into sudden affluence.  Then the tech bubble 

burst; but the Boomers were not worried about retirement, 

the dream was not lost, because there was free and easy 

credit available and a housing market that began to roar and 

rage like the tech sector had. Then, in September 2008, the 

bottom began to fall out of the housing market.  As the 

housing market collapsed, it ripped the rug out from under 

the Worlds’ economies.   

Now the Boomers are justifiably scared.   

The Boomer’s have been the target market for consumer sales for the last 50 years, beginning with the 

sales in their breakfast cereal.  Now, during the endgame of this generation, they are for the first time in 



real and true need… to the point of despair and anxiety.  

They are the investor who lost money when their broker 

told them to ‘buy and hold’.  Now, they need a solution 

that will carry them into retirement.  Their parents are 

living longer due to the magic of modern medicine, and 

at the same time, depleting the transfer of wealth 

(inheritance) that would be the saving grace for the 

Boomers.  To make matters worse, the Boomers realize 

that their parents will run out of money, and that they 

(the Boomers) will not be saved by an inheritance.  At the 

same time, the entire world’s economy is in the dump, 

our Nation is soon to be $20 trillion dollars in debt… and the job market is in the tank.   

This entire group of Boomers is headed for retirement with their savings decimated; their parents living 

long enough to deplete their inheritance; and with the chilling realization that they too will be living 

longer due to modern medicine. 

How will they be able to live another 30-40+ years, when the Social Security system is scheduled to 

collapse, the Government is running out of paper to print more money, and their retirement accounts 

just lost 40% of their value?   

They are looking for any silver bullet they can find that will rebuild their retirement accounts.    

Sound familiar?  

Did you know it can get much worse? 

Inflation  

During the inflation period in the 1970’s, the Fed Chairman Paul 

Volker was able to stem the recession by bringing the interest rates 

up to 21.5%.  Back then the US was the world’s largest creditor 

nation; unlike today, when the US is the world’s largest debtor 

nation with a national debt of $11.4 Trillion dollars.   

In today’s toxic political environment, there is no possible way that the Fed can raise the interest rate 

again to recover from the coming recession. 

With total United States Federal Reserve and Treasury bailout commitments now at $14.1 trillion, of 

which $3.7 trillion has already been spent, it seems clear that the largest financial crisis in history is 

looming as a direct result of the U.S. government’s unwillingness to accept a much needed recession. 

Unfortunately, that is not all.  At this time the Estimated Cumulative Medicare cash deficit in 2008 

dollars is $55 trillion dollars.  Americans with jobs are paying to social security… only to fund those who 

are currently receiving benefits.   When viewed objectively, the current social security system is a house 



of cards very much like the Ponzi scheme that sent Bernie Madoff to jail. Obviously, when the all the 

baby boomers sign up for benefits it will cause this house of cards to crash. 

With an $11.4 trillion national debt and $55 trillion in unfunded obligations for programs such as Social 

Security, Medicare and Medicaid, it is easy to see that the United States for all intents and purposes is 

bankrupt and Americans need to take steps immediately to protect themselves from the potential loss 

of the purchasing power of their U.S. Dollars.  

Take a look at just a few more simple facts: 

1)      The US has Out Of Control public dept which is approaching $12 trillion       

($12,000,000,000,000.00)  

2)      US Trade deficits now stand well over $400 Billion  

3)      China, Russia and others changing from a 100% US dollar peg to a multi-currency peg.   

4)      OPEC Nations threat to create Petrol Euros instead of Petrol Dollars (Oil being sold for Euros 

instead of US dollars).

Obviously, I am not trying to predict a sudden crash, but at the same time, I did promise you some blunt 

talk.  What I am saying is that saying is the USA will see a decline over the next few years; and then, 

when inflation levels reach 12-15% the bottom will fall out. 

In addition, our money keeps flowing overseas to the tune of $700 billion a year. How long do you think 

that will last?  For as long as the Federal Reserve is printing devalued dollars.  

That's what happened in other countries before massive 

inflation took over. By Eliminating M3 reporting 

requirements of the Federal Reserve, we won't know how 

much liquidity the Fed is pumping into the system.   Now 

that the Fed is no longer publishing money supply, we 

have taken the first step to "monetized debt".    

The government sells its bonds to the Federal Reserve, 

which creates new bank deposits out of thin air and uses 

them to pay for the bonds. This process creates new money and expands the money supply; hence it is 

called "monetizing" the government's debt.  Some day our money will become a little too devalued, at 

which point the Europeans and Asians will suddenly stop sending us their trading profits in return for 

our t-bonds.  That is when the dollar is going to go belly up and the game will be over.   

There is little doubt that our feckless leaders in Washington, DC have the will or the muscles to fix this 

mess… so get prepared for the worst while hoping for the best. 



Okay, enough with the Shocking Truth of this Shocking Report.  It can get depressing thinking about the 

freight train that is headed our way.  The question is:  What are you going to do about it?? 

There are a few investments that profit from inflation. Oil and precious metals are two of them. In fact, 

one of the greatest Bull Runs in recent memory was the 1970's gold run.  If you would have invested in 

the 1970's "Gold Rush" correctly, you would have had a potential to profit 17 fold on your initial 

investment.   

For example, if you put in $100,000 in less than 7 years you would have pocket $1.7 million. Oil was the 

same with returns of over 550%.  Silver and gold holdings might not be a bad idea in the next few years. 

 There is good news though, the solution is found in the simplicity of 

compounding interest, and alternative investments that have historically 

performed well during recessionary periods. 

As you can see, I like to keep things simple and to the point.  Albert Einstein has 

often been quoted as saying: 

 άIt is insanity to do the same thing over and over again and expect a different 

result.έ    

In trading, our goal is not to get extremely different results all of the time. We want consistent results, 

which is why we stick to something that works (once we find it).  

Even if you only have 20 minutes a day you can learn how to trade the 
markets.  
 
Why is this important? Because no stock broker or financial advisor cares about your hard earned 

money like you do. Simple fact!  The best part of is you don't have to quite your full time job or change 

your profession in order to manage your own accounts (of course you may want to after you learn what 

I am going to share with you).  

The real problem comes down to getting the right information.   

There are people (running websites and selling trading products) running around trying to make trading 

look a lot harder than it really is.  

Don't misunderstand me—I am not saying that it isn't difficult. What I am saying is that it doesn't have 

to be as difficult as some people make it out to be.  

On the other hand there are some that make it seem simpler than it really is. This is sad because I have 

talked to traders that have lost their entire accounts following some of these "no lose" strategies or 

trading robots.

Trading the Forex market is something that you can learn to do. Once 
you learn how to become consistently profitable, you can use the 
power of compounding to do the heavy lifting for your retirement 
account.  
 
Like anything worth knowing, it takes some time to learn and understand.  We recommend that a 

student put at least 2-3 months into study before actually trading with real money, and even then, we 

recommend a small starter account to begin with. 

What do you really need to be successful?  

I have compiled a list for you of some of the things that you need to become a successful trader.  Some 

of these are things that only you can make happen and others can be learned. Here they are:  

Teachable - To be a success at anything you do you need the right teacher and you need to be 

teachable. Once you find the right teacher you need to be like a sponge. You need to ask as many 

questions as it takes and you need to follow what they teach you to a tee. If you do that you will be way 

ahead in becoming a success.  

Keep it simple - A good trading method must be simple. Over time most complicated systems have failed 

miserably.  You don’t have to look for examples.  Look at what happened to LTCM (Long Term Capital 

Management). They had some of the most brilliant people creating their trading methods. They traded 

using very complicated algorithms.  In the end they failed miserably to the tune of $1.9 billion in losses. 

Simplicity almost always wins in the end. The great traders of our time for the most part do not have 

complicated trading methodologies. They use strategies that are simple and easy to follow.  

Specific Rules - You must have specific rules… and you must follow them.  There can be no excuses and 

no deviations from this point. There can be no room left for discretion or chance. You need to have rules 

when it comes to money management and trading methodology. They have to be strict and exact. Here 

are four specific items found in any good trading system:  

1. Proper Setup Conditions - A good system always gives you very simple setup requirements. You 

should be able to get to the point that you scan a chart for 30 seconds and know exactly 

whether or not there is an action you need to take.  The requirements are generally expressed 

in terms of price action relative to your specific indicators. You should have a system that weeds 

out all low probability trades and only takes the high probability trades.  

 

2. Exact Entry Signals - After you have determined a high probability setup you need to have 

specific entry rules for entering a position. For instance, how much, at what price, is it a buy or 

sell.  In other words, what will trigger the trade and who much should you place on any given 

trade.  

 



3. Exact Stop Rules - Stops are very important when it comes to your trading. The reason is very 

simple; they get you out of the market when the trade setup fails. I have had traders write to me 

telling me horror stories of not using stops and having their entire capital wiped out from 

evening to morning. It was ignorance and improper training that brought those terrible 

situations about.  Risk management is by far one of the most important factors in your trading 

success. Too much risk can wipe your account out in a short period of time. Too little risk can 

cause you to miss out on huge profit opportunities. It is a fine line. That is why you must have 

exact stop loss and money management rules.  

 

4. Profit Protection and Exit Strategy - Let's face it, nothing good in this world lasts forever. 

Markets don't move in the same direction forever, if they did there would be no market. That is 

why it is also equally important to have proper profit protection and exit strategies when it 

comes to your trade or investment. We have seen many sad examples of why this is so 

important in recent years. Take Enron for example. Many employees invested in Enron and were 

made millionaires on paper because of it. However, when the stock began to slide almost none 

of them had an exit strategy. As a result, the majority of Enron employee's were left with 

nothing but a piece of paper that had less value then a Starbucks’ non-fat low foam latte.  

Simply stated, you need a system that has profit protection and proper exit strategies so you can 

get out when it is time to get out.

I know this because until about seven years ago I had never heard of Forex trading. I first heard about it 

from my next door neighbor, who prior to trading had owned and operated a very large repossession 

service. He had stumbled upon the Forex market about three years earlier and after two years handed 

his business over to someone and began trading full time.  

This fascinated me, because I had been very successful in my mortgage business but was looking for 

something else to get involved in. At this point I was ready for a change of pace and decided to go for it. 

The first seminar I attended cost $5,500.00 to get in, plus travel expenses.  I learned a lot of good 

information that I thought was a sure deal.  I took what I had learned and began to apply it. Do you 

know what happened next? I lost, I lost, and then I lost some 

more. By the way… did I mention I lost?  

It seems rather funny now but at the time it wasn't very funny. 

This cycle went on for the next year and a half, during which time 

I spent a small fortune on education and research. I was 

determined not to give up though.  

Then one day I was introduced to a futures trader who changed 

my life. I met a trader who at that time I called a “Super Trader” 

because his results were so good and mine were so poor. I asked 

him where he learned how to trade, and he told me he had been 



trained long ago by another 40 year veteran trader. 

I was determined to get this training for myself.   I spent thousands of dollars and had to fly back and 

forth to his compound in Southern California.  Sometimes it is all about who you know. Like I said earlier, 

I was fortunate and this relationship changed my life.

I have always been a bit obsessive when I go about learning things, and this was right up my alley. I 

poured myself into studying the way successful banks, hedge funds, and other professional traders 

trade. I went through the Market Wizard's books, tape series, and I started doing research on the 

trader's who had remained successful.   My goal was to find out as much information as I could about 

their methods.  

Then I started researching the CTA databases and performance indexes to find the ones who 

consistently beat the markets. I tried to contact many of them. Most wouldn't talk with me but a few 

did. I started putting the pieces of the puzzle together.  

I read about the Turtle Trader's and about their methodology. I learned about traders like Bill Dunn, Bill 

Williams, John W. Henry, and Ed Seykota… and it finally clicked. Almost all of the greats who had 

consistently beaten the markets year after year for 20+ years all had one thing in common….  

Their trading systems and 

methodologies were all very 

similar. They operated off of the 

simple understanding that 

markets trend.   These great 

traders didƴΩǘ create the trends, 

they simply followed them.  

I have had the privilege of meeting some of the great traders of our day.  I don't tell you this to brag—

the reason I tell you this is because I am about to break all the rules with this report—and I just want 

you to understand that I know what I am talking about…  

Okay… more Good News...  

Good trading skills have the power to completely transform your life.  

There is a proverb that says, "Money solves almost all things." Let's just cut to the chase… you are 

reading this report because you are interested in ways to make money trading. Money doesn't give you 

eternal bliss, but it sure does make you a whole lot more comfortable in these uncomfortable times (and 

the really uncomfortable times coming).  



The bottom line is this… if you have the ability to trade profitably you can chart a new financial course 

for your life that does not depend on another person.  This knowledge changed my life.  

Beware:      Watch Out For The "Mystic Gurus” and The Posers!  

By that, I mean you really have to carefully consider WHO it is that you are going to learn from. If you 

are going to spend your time and money to learn a skill, you have to make sure that the person you are 

learning from is teaching from EXPERIENCE.  

You also have to make sure they have the skill to teach what they do themselves. There are some folks 

who are great traders, but they don't have a clue how to share that skill in a way that anyone can 

understand.  Even worse, there are some folks who are not traders at all who are selling trading courses 

on the internet.  Even worse than those guys are those gurus who conspire to keep you begging for 

table scraps.  

These are those Mystic Gurus who would have you believe that trading is black magic or that you have 

to have a degree in economics, or have had to work for a bank for 20 years.   Their results may LOOK like 

magic, but successful trading is a skill, and it is a skill that you can learn.  

Trading Is The One Skill That You Absolutely Need If You Want To 

Achieve Financial Independence! 

Here is the thing—no matter where you are in your life, the ability to manage your own financial future 

and destiny is the one skill that you absolutely need.  And it's the one skill that you really shouldn't avoid 

acquiring.  

Most likely you didn't come from an extensive investment banking background, and you are probably 

not going to get mentored by legendary hedge fund manager George Soros.  

Once you are equipped with the right methodology you really only need 20 minutes a day to trade.  

Seriously! 

Even if you do have a good mentor they are not going to baby sit you and you can't always depend on 

their analysis to be right.  In fact, nobody’s analysis is a 100% guarantee ever!  I don’t care if you’re 

Warren Buffet; you’re not going to be right 100% of the time.  

The truth is, you will never have all of the information and know exactly why a market is moving. There 

are powers that be and things that make the world go around that you and I will never know. There are 

employment reports and interest rates and foreign stock markets that affect the currency markets. The 

big players who have hundreds of analysts on the payroll know this information know, but you and I 

never will.  

This is why you need to develop the skill that will allow you to read the market without knowing all of 

the information. This information is called Chaos. Chaos is what causes the markets to move. You’ll learn 

more about this when you study my Free Forex Trading System.   



You can learn this skill just as easily as I did.  

My goal here is to convince you that becoming the master of your financial future is something that you 

need to implement into your life, and it's something well within your grasp.  

And I am going to do that by sharing the kind of secrets that can give you the jump-start that you need.  

Here We GoΧ The Pro's Secrets You Haven't Been Told: 

Secret #1:  The Forex market can be moved by big traders.  

Here is the deal—I have heard over and over again that the Forex market cannot be moved by any one 

trader. That is only half of the truth. The argument is that because the Forex market has such a high 

daily volume that it is not as easily moved by big traders. That is not true. You see most of the Big 

Trader's are getting the same information. They know the fundamentals that you don't and they have 

inside information so to speak. So when something big happens or is going to happen they all go in the 

same direction.  

The main argument here is that the Forex market has such a high daily volume that it can't be moved 

very easily.   This is not necessarily true.  What is important to understand is that the high daily volume 

takes into account every tradable currency. The last time I checked you don't trade every tradable 

currency at one time, so the number of $1.9 or $2.1 trillion per day is really irrelevant.  

What you need to pay close attention to are the currencies that have good liquidity. This includes every 

dollar pair, the EURJPY and the GBPJPY and some others. These are the highest volume currency pairs 

there are.  

The big boys look for the high liquidity pairs because there is a lot of volume or action in these markets, 

which means that there is a lot of money to be made.  

Secret #2:  You can outperform the markets on a consistent basis.  

OK, I think I may have lost some of you here. For most traders this is the exact opposite of their normal 

routine. Here is a very interesting statistic: Only 10-15% of traders outperform the markets for one year. 

The second year the number drops to 2-5%.  Why is that?  

1. People don't want to change 

2. People change too often  

What do I mean by these two statements?  It's simple.  People don't want to change.  They don't want 

to change their bad habits, wrong methods, or improper attitudes so they lose. The ones that win at first 

think they can improve by changing to something better, only to find out that what they had worked. It 

also means that some people just got plain lucky but they really didn't have a proper plan.  

 



Secret #3:  You can capture 300-1000 pips in a matter of weeks.  

If you are completely new to Forex and don’t know what I am referring to, don’t worry about it.  I will 

tell you that there is an emotional excitement when people talk about day trading. There is a status 

about saying that you day trade. Let me tell you though day trading is one of the hardest things to do. 

You have to be there all day.  I do day trade, and I teach day trading using the same methods that I use 

for swing trading (taking a position in a currency for a longer period of time), but I will tell you it is much 

easier to swing trade and do it for 20 minutes a day.  

  

Secret #4:  You don't have to have a Master's degree in economics or have had 
to work for a bank as a trade analyst for 20 years to trade successfully.  
 
This is what the "Mystic Gurus" would want you to think… but it is simply is not the truth. Once the big 

picture clicks in your mind you can begin to pick out the finest trades in that big picture. This is how an 

understanding of the markets begins.  

It is like laying a foundation. Understanding the underlying structure of the markets is the foundation 

that every professional trader has.  If you don't even have the foundation laid and you are trying to build 

the finished product, how can you expect to be successful?  

The bottom line is this… I don't have a Master's degree in economics, and although I do have some 

financial background from my previous career, I haven't worked for a bank for 20 years as a trader and 

yet I still have managed a way to understand how this works.  

You have to get rid of the preconceived idea that this is impossible for you to understand. Let me give 

you a golden nugget:        Whether you think you can or think you can't… you're right either way.  

What you need to do is find the right mentor and the right system before you waste a lot of money and 

a lot of time. That is what I did.  I studied the people who were accomplishing the results I wanted to 

accomplish and then I applied what worked best for me.  

It's not rocket science.  If you can read and retain information and if you are teachable you can do this.  

Secret #5:  You don't have to be able to withstand large losses in your account 
in order to trade like the Big Boys.  
 
Most professional traders and institutions are conservative when it comes to losing money. They just 

don't like to do it. Do you?  No one likes to lose money. There is something built into our DNA that 

equates losing large amounts of money to the same pain as getting hit in the head with a frying pan, but 

worse.  

With that said many institutional traders get fired if they have more than a 5% loss in their account. 

Does this shock you? Well it is the truth. Why do you think they have so much money to trade with? 



Because they don't lose. They have been in this game for a long time. Remember, the Forex market was 

their playground for years before it was ever made available to the retail trader.  

Secret #6:  80% of the profits made in this market are made only 20% of the 
time.  
 
Why is it that so many traders think they have to trade all of the time?  It is a proven fact that the above 

statistic is true. Ask any trader who knows anything and they will tell you that.  

The "Big Boys" love to steal the small traders' money when the market is in the range. The fact is the 

markets are ranging (staying pretty flat) 70-80% of the time. This is easy for the banks and big players to 

do because they all do the same thing at the same time. Trading in the range means that the market 

stays within a tight price range for a given period of time without any major longer term runs.  

For example if the euro trades between 1.2400 and 1.2700 for 2 months it would be in the range. 

Contrary to popular belief among some fundamental traders, this is not when the most money is made. 

The money is made when the market breaks out of this range. When it does this you will see 600-1000 

pip moves in a very short period of time.  

Without a doubt, it is during the big trends where the big money is captured. You need to have a trend 

following approach.  

Secret #7:  Stand on the shoulders of giants.  

This is the one secret I have learned in my trading career that has made everything else pale in 

comparison.  Simply put, you don't need to re-invent the wheel.  

You don't need to start from scratch every time you sit down at your desk to trade. If you were going to 

build a car, then you would study the cars of the past. You would probably look to some experts that 

could teach you the lessons they have learned over the years about building cars.  

Trading is no different. It's been around for a long time, and lots of really smart people have spent a lot 

of time testing, tweaking and perfecting their trading. This is an immense resource for anyone who 

wants to trade profitably. If you want your trading to work, don't try to make it happen from scratch… 

look at what has worked in the past.  

Use that as a starting point and a model for your trading… and you will be on your way to trading 

profitably.  

Secondly, standing on the shoulders of giant's also means following the market when it is moving, 

because that is when the big players are changing and making decisions. You want to ride their coat 

tails.  Don't try to beat them.  

 



Secret #8:  Get a mentor  

Okay, this last secret may be the toughest to actually follow… which is why I left it for last. Nevertheless, 

if you can pull this off, then you are on the path to trading success.  

If you can find a mentor, someone that can show you the ropes in your trading, you will be well on your 

way to attaining your financial goals. As I mentioned above, you don't want to re-invent the wheel. You 

want to be able to leverage all the great trading talent and skills that have come before you. The easiest 

way is to learn from someone else who has been there and already made the mistakes and figured out 

the important lessons.  

Having said that, it can be difficult to find someone who will show you the ropes, give you shortcuts, and 

help you avoid the mistakes that end most trader’s careers. You want someone who has been down that 

road and already MADE THOSE MISTAKES BEFORE.
